A GUIDED TOUR OF THE NEW PHOENIX CIVIC ART SPACE

Civic Space Park is a park with unique urban design, sustainable construction and operational
features and a landmark public sculpture by artist Janet Echelman. The park, which opened

in April, 2009, utilizes sustainable design techniques to generate power, keep the area cool
and capture rain water. Sustainable park features include solar panels (75 kilowatts of power)
extensive shade structures and vegetation, pervious concrete and pavers, specially engineered
soils, immediate access to Light Rail and bus transit stations and intentionally no parking
spaces. The Civic Space also boasts the renovated historic building, the A.E. England Building
that is owned by the City of Phoenix.

Select members of the design team lead
by Scott Wright of Wright Engineering will
present the project and describe the
"behind-the-scenes” insights to the design
of the project.
